Catch Everything
 
Equipment Needed:
12-14 buckets
12-14 different balls or objects that can be used to throw and catch
Music (optional)
 
Skills:
Throwing
Catching
Teamwork (partners)
Counting (optional to count catches while playing this game)
 
Description of Activity:
Students will start at a bucket with their partner, one person on each side of the bucket.  They will begin by standing close to the bucket and toss to each other three times.  If they catch three in a row, players take a step back and try to catch three more.  (Or number can be changed to 5 or 10).  If the object is dropped, players take a step closer to each other.  Teacher plays music while students are playing catch.  After about 1 minute, teacher pauses music and players return the object to their bucket, and move to the next bucket.  Continue until players have had a turn at every bucket. 
 
Cue Words:
Teach students to have READY HANDS when playing catch.  Instruct students not to toss the object to their partner unless they have ready hands. 
 
Notes:
An option is to have players count how many times they catch.  They can count by ones, twos, fives, tens, etc.  Great way to incorporate some math!  Students could also say a letter of the alphabet with each catch.
